o That is One Injury Crash for every 4.56 Crashes Reported  
o Multiple Injuries were reported in 10 Crashes (Up from 4 in August) 

 
• Total of 35 Injuries Reported  

o 32 of the Reported Injuries were listed as Complaint, 3 as Visible, No Serious

• Failure to Yield: 18 (15.79 % of all crashes) 
• Distracted/Inattentive:  10 (8.77 % of all crashes) 
• Improper Lane Change: 9 (7.89 % of all crashes)
